Investment

Since 2003, Chinese investment in South Africa has been in excess of R37bn, due largely
to a 2008 deal which saw the Industrial and Commercial Bank of China Ltd buy a 20%
(R43bn) stake in Standard Bank. To date, Chinese investments in SA have focused on
metals, chemicals, food and tobacco, consumer electronics, automotives and
communications, in that order. The Department believes the Chinese agenda to be
concentrated on energy security (in the form of SASOL technology), mineral security
(iron-ore, chrome, manganese) and market access.

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the Department of Energy is exploring the potential natural gas reserves, both domestic
and in neighbouring countries such as Mozambique and Namibia.
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The Department is currently in discussions with a private company to supply 1500MW of
electricity from a Gas Fired Power Station on the West Coast. Talks are also taking place
with the Mozambican government on the possibility of Eskom being involved in Gas to
Power projects that would allow SA to import some of the electricity.

The use of compressed natural gas in the motor industry is being monitored and
investigated. Small pockets of gas in South Africa are also being considered as potential
energy sources to assist in meeting household energy demands.

The Department of Energy, working with the South African Bureau of Standards, has
completed a number of energy efficiency standards and is in the process of developing
others.

Standards will be enforced through Energy Efficiency Regulations. Consultations on the
Regulations are currently taking place. Once completed, the Regulations will require all
electrical appliances and equipment on the market to be labelled and rated for Energy
Efficiency.

South Africa has adopted European Union energy efficiency labelling, which according to
the Department is internationally recognised and easier for customers to read and
understand.

All
protection orders will include a suspended sentence against the
respondent so that in the event of an order being violated, police may
arrest the respondent on sight.

Objective: The Bill will make Postbank a wholly owned subsidiary company of the

Post Office, the first step in Postbank becoming a stand-alone
company, with its services extending to lending facilities. The Bill will
bring Postbank under the canopy of the Banks Act, and empower it to
offer a full range of banking services, as stipulated in the Act. It will also
make the bank subject to financial services sector regulations, such as
the Financial Intelligent Sector Act (FICA), from which it was previously
exempt.

Status: Public hearings took place on 24 March 2010. The Committee deliberated on
18 May. Further meetings are yet to be scheduled.

Introduced: 18 February 2010

Objective: To provide for the continued existence and governance of the South

African Post Office. The Bill is being passed in tandem with the South
